Aims

St. Andrew’s School offers 11+ Scholarships with the aim of attracting high quality applicants who excel academically and/or in sport, music or art.

Our scholarship provision is designed to attract boys and girls of outstanding talent and skill in a variety of fields. We value scholarship of all sorts. Through the excellence of our academic provision and our facilities we aim to foster high achievement. 


The Scholarships

There are up to five scholarships available annually and the top academic scholarship is named after the School’s founder, R W Robertson-Glasgow.

All awards are made on merit which is determined chiefly by the candidate’s performance in the relevant assessment. The Governing Body of St. Andrew’s School has agreed to limit the merit component of awards to a maximum of 5% of the fees. All applicants may apply for a bursary, calculated on the basis of financial need and subject to annual financial review. If an additional bursary is sought, parents of candidates must submit a confidential statement of financial circumstances. The value of all bursaries and awards granted on the basis of need is subject to annual review through a confidential means test. Forms may be obtained from the Bursar.


Entry Procedure

Eligibility

Applications are invited from boys and girls from all schools, including St. Andrew’s.  Candidates must be under 12 on 1st September 2012. The relative age of candidates is taken into account in assessing their performance and potential.



The Assessment Procedure

All candidates will have an interview with the Head Master.

Further assessments will take place as follows:

Academic	Assessments in English, Mathematics, Reasoning and General Knowledge
		Interview with the Deputy Head Academic

Sport		References from current school and external coaches plus assessment
		Practical Assessment and Interview with the Director of Sport 

Art		Practical assessment and interview with the Head of Art
		(Examples of art work should be brought along to the interview)

Music		Candidates will play for the Director of Music
		Interview with the Director of Music

All-Rounder	Candidates will offer two of the above and take the relevant assessments.

In addition, for external applicants, a confidential character and academic reference will be sought from the school before sitting the examination. It is, therefore, essential that the candidate’s current Head is informed as soon as an application is submitted.

Very soon after the completion of each examination, the Head Master will make offers of awards to the successful candidates. An offer must be accepted within fourteen days, otherwise it will lapse.


Special Educational Needs
Candidates requiring extra time in Scholarship examinations are required to produce an educational psychologist’s report which has been written within the past two years in support of their application. Arrangements for other disabilities will be made as appropriate in individual cases.


Tenure of Awards
A candidate who has won an award is normally expected to enter the School in the September following the examination.  The performance of all award holders is reviewed on an annual basis by the Head Master (assisted, as appropriate, by the Deputy Head Academic and relevant Heads of Department). Continued tenure of an award is always subject to the Head Master’s approval of the holder’s effort and conduct. However, the expectation is that someone gaining an award will hold it for the full two academic years. When necessary, the Head Master will give a term’s notice of his intention to remove an award.
